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Not yet..!

No..! We are not yet done talking about woman’s concerns. We have not yet
finished addressing her issues between the past and the present in the arts in
general and contemporary visual arts in particular. How can we be content
when we see her groaning, day after day under the weight of political, eco-
nomic and social changes, on our right and on our left, in our hearts and all

around the world, whatever the degrees of this groaning are!?

Feminism - especially in art - like other global artivist movements, is diverse
and oscillates between the far right and the far left. Among its supporters are
those who are extreme in their support to the point that it may harm the is-
sues of women themselves within a given society, while its enemies are many
and varied in their convictions. Although all of this is negatively affecting the
course of the movement itself and disperses it, diversity represents richness

even if it is marred by many conflicts!

Anti-feminism, especially in arts, when it is caused by ignorance or extrem-
ism, is a typical thing all over the world, but when it comes from those who
are believed to be progressive or intellectuals, this is the disturbing and dan-
gerous matter; as it seems to us as if they are looking at women’s issues from
the heart of a bubble of their own world, as if they only see around them all
the fulfilled women who may not appear to sufter or have any societal perse-
cution resulting from gender discrimination! At that time, it happens that all
the marginalized women of society in all its classes, especially the lower and

middle classes, fall from their considerations.

The feminism that I believe in is the one that stands with women until they

obtain all their rights - if they want them - and spares them from all kinds of



injustices that fall upon them due to gender differences. All of this is not in
the face of the man, as some believe, but in the face of so much ignorance and
sterile ideas or customs that may prevail in societies depending on their cul-
tures. Here comes the role of art, with all its intellectual and visual creativity,
to repel attacks on the issue and give us room for contemplation, questioning,

investigation, and above all amazement...which is the basis of creativity!

In this exhibition “Not Yet!” On the sidelines of International Women’s Rights
Day, the Fine Arts Sector at the Mahmoud Mukhtar Museum presents, in its
two halls, a diverse group of artists... between the worlds of beginnings and
professionalism in the fields of drawing, painting and sculpture... all of them
deal with women’s issues in a way that freely reflects their artistic visions and

human experiences with limitless imagination.

The exhibition is dominated by the works of female artists, but it is not de-
void of male artists who, with their artworks, support some of women’s issues.
Their works in this exhibition are not merely an aesthetic or visual treatment
of women as a visual element, but their artworks rather address specific cur-
rent feminist issues, the matter that enrich this exhibition objectively and

adds to its concept.

The exhibition is divided into two parts, the first in the Great Hall “Isis”..
where the works of artists who have a path of long distances and acquired
refined experiences, whether in the world of artistic professionalism or in life
experiences, regardless the lengths of these distances; in these artworks we
see a great deal of awareness and knowledge of women’s issues on the diver-
sity of its topics. Also looming on the horizon of these artworks is the artist’s
deep wisdom regarding the insides of matters while anticipating the future,

without giving up the spirit of confrontation and without abandoning the



criticism that may be harsh, even if it is hidden, about sensitive and diverse

women’s issues in society, especially the Oriental one.

As for the other section of the exhibition in the “Nahdet Misr” hall, it includes
a large group of young artworks full of boldness and a spirit of challenge that
may appear clearly in the eyes of the figures and the intensity of the visual
language of the works as if they are actually speaking about what is on the
minds of these young artists - especially female ones - and the difficulties and
issues they are experiencing. It becomes crucial when they are in the prime of
life, whether humanly or artistically. The works in this hall represent a future
vision of what the language of youth can be like if it is combined with aware-
ness, boldness, and talent... where the introductions become inexpressive and
even unimportant, and where the core of the subject and directness become
the clearest and loudest... nay, a visual scream..., and perhaps this scream

was...perhaps...the most equal action to the course of events on the ground.

Moreover, the exhibition “Not Yet!” In the Mahmoud Mukhtar Museum, in
its two halls, it includes a group of sculptural artworks that address many
women’s issues by female artists with different trends and experiences. It is a
group that enriches the general philosophy of the exhibition artistically, visu-
ally and humanely, especially since these works embody women in a non-ste-
reotypical way that does not stray visually and plastically from delicacy and

simplicity, despite the strength and depth of content and feeling.

We know that women’s issues are the issues of society as a whole, because
women, as they are metaphorically said, are half of society, and we know that
the visual arts inside galleries and museums may not offer much to this sim-
ple woman who bears many burdens on the ground. But visual arts, certainly,

especially those that deal with specific societal issues, light the way for all



segments of society, notably the active ones. In this case, like all arts, visual
arts are playing the role of the society mirror; however, it is a pulsing mirror
that, if it rises up, becomes inspiring and motivating to bring up the desired

change.

We cannot fail to present, through this opportunity, the highest sense of rev-
erence, appreciation and support for the Palestinian woman... the mother of
the martyr - whether an infant or an adult - the martyr herself and heroine.

Palestinian woman: May you remain FREE!

At last, I extend my sincere thanks to the Fine Arts Sector with its enlight-
ened leadership for naming me as curator of the “Not Yet!” exhibition. I
also thank all workers in the sector and the management of the Mahmoud

Mukhtar Museum for their good cooperation and generous hospitality.
